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2. Economic considerations shall come second to pedagogical considerations.

a. Asaguideline, an average class size of 23-29 students covers the costs
associated with offering a course and supporting students. The college
recognizes that certain types of courses may be smaller or larger.

b. Departments should attempt to design course offerings and class-sizes to meet
this average class size where practical. The average of 23-29 may be achieved
through a combination of large lecture courses and smaller practicum coursps
