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Students shall enroll in non-student initiated independent studies as they would in a 

normally scheduled course or tutorial. All enrolled students are subject to the same 

tuition and fees normally charged for the course. 

Part 3. Logistics. 

Subpart A. Syllabus. 
Faculty must provide a syllabus for all courses taught as independent study, as per normal 

courses. Syllabi must indicate the course outcomes to be met by the independent study. 

Subpart B. Add, Drop, and Withdrawal. 
Independent studies will follow the same policies as normally scheduled classes for the 

purposes of adding, dropping, and withdrawing. Independent studies may be initiated at 

any point in the semester as a late-start course.
